LDR is leadership course, prerequisite is CL.

Conduct Briefings and Debriefings (CBD) perquisite is CL.

Group Leader (GL) consist of two parts GL-Analyses and GL-Command, prerequisite is CL.

Fire Line Leadership (FLL). You need to be a Deputy Captain or higher to attend this course.
